The following is an update on the Wards Corner area:

SE Quadrant – Suburban Asset Management property
1. We are aware of ongoing substantive discussions concerning an apparel retailer and a restaurant

2. The Plasma Center has vacated

3. We did check into the sub/gyro shop at Little Creek and Virginian – the tenant is current in his rent and has made some improvements to the interior but no new word on when he will open

4. Bar Task Force and other Code efforts continue in this area

SW Quadrant – Walgreen’s 
1. No new developments

NE Quadrant – Mrs. Dalis property
1. City is making new overtures to Mrs. Dalis 

NW Quadrant – AutoZone strip

1. Kabob House is new tenant

Other items of note:

1. Langley Federal Credit Union continues on schedule for a March opening in the former Atlantic Permanent building and has invested $750,000 into the property.

2. Ongoing discussions with Meritage-Little Creek, LLC, property owner of the Kroger/Workforce Development parcel
3. AJ Gators is scheduled for City Planning Commission and thereafter it will be scheduled for City Council.  In discussions with the City Attorney, the 6-month termination clause can not be made as a proffer of the Adult Use Permit but it will be necessary for the permit to be renewed if the ownership changes.
